This term’s homework will all be based around our topic ‘Vive La France...’ which focuses on comparing our lives in England with those of people in France as well as finding out about the geography of the country.  We will also look at how democracy works in the EU – perfect timing with the general election ahead of us in the summer term.  As always, how you present your homework is entirely up to you – the more creative the better!  Remember homework will be shared with the whole class and also featured on our blog each week, so take pride in what you do and how you present it.  As it went down so well last term, there is a sheet attached with a number of topics in bubbles, you can choose between completing the specified homework each week or researching one of these topics and presenting what you found out to the rest of the class in any way you please.  You can choose from the main list one week and then the bubble homework the next – it is completely up to you week by week.  Any questions, as always – please do ask.
Week 1 – due in Friday 5th May 
Create a front cover for your homework book – remember our topic is called ‘Vive La France’ and it needs to include this title (spelt correctly!), along with your name!! Make sure it is 2D as well so it will fit through the laminator! 

Week 2 – due in Friday 12th January – Y5s ONLY – SATS WEEK
Write a letter to a pen pal in France telling them all about yourself and your life in England as well as asking them interesting questions about their own life.
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Week 3 – due in Thursday 18th February (PGL)
Imagine you are at the top of the high ropes course at PGL, or being pulled up to the top of the giant swing or maybe even about to throw yourself in to the sea on a surfboard!  Write a paragraph describing your thoughts and feelings in that moment and using all your senses to describe.

Friday 26th – NO HOMEWORK DUE TO PGL

Week 4 – due in Friday 9th June 
This week is General Election week – imagine you were prime minister of the country – what would be your main policies and ideas?  How would you get people to vote for you?  Sell yourself and try and persuade us – present this week’s homework in whatever way you choose.

Week 5 – due in Friday 16th June
Paris is one of the most famous capitals of fashion in the world.  Imagine you are a world famous fashion designer who has a catwalk show about to begin in Paris.  Design your own outfit – either for yourself or someone else.  Draw a labelled diagram or maybe even take a photo of yourself in different outfits you have put together yourself.  

Week 6 – due in Friday 23rd June
This time last year, everyone was voting in the EU referendum.  Choose one of the 26 other countries who are members of the EU – do some research and find out as much as you can – what are their traditions? History? Geography? Daily life?  Present your findings in any way you choose.

Week 7 – due in Friday 30th June
Word of the Week – POWER – interpret this word however you like – it can be anything, the choice is yours - unleash your creativity!

Week 8 – due in Friday 7th July
Write your reflections on the topic – including what you now know about France and The EU that you didn’t before, new vocabulary that you have learnt and an evaluation of the parts you enjoyed the most and what you would do differently next time.

Week 9 – due in Friday 14th July – Arts Week
Create a piece of art that you feel represents France and everything you have learnt about it – any medium is fine – 2D or 3D.
