	Interview someone in your family or a local friend who lives in Stroud.  Find out what they like about living here and what they would change if they had the chance.
	Draw a map of Stroud.  Think about all the different areas, both countryside and town.  What buildings do you know?  What kinds of transport e.g. roads, rail, canal.  Can you add labels?
	
Create a weather report like the ones we have done in class.  It could be real or imaginary.  You can write it on paper using weather symbols and labels or you could even have a go at doing it on a video if you are technical enough! 
	Write a short newspaper report.  Choose a special event from your life e.g. sibling born, birthday, wedding, first swimming lesson and think of a headline that would go with it.  Write a short recount in the style of a newspaper about the event.

	Which is your favourite season?  Create a piece of art about your favourite season.  Any medium is fine, collage, pencil, pens, pastel whatever you have to hand.  
	Imagine you live in a country where it snows all year around.  What would your life be like? Draw a picture or write a description of what you would wear and what you would do all day.
	Create a front cover for your homework book. The title is ‘Uplands News and Journal’ and you need to include your name and decorate the front cover on the theme of our topic (Stroud and Weather/Seasons)
	[bookmark: _GoBack]Imagine you have never been to Stroud before.  Write a postcard to Miss Francis describing Stroud as if you have come on holiday here for the first time.  What have you visited and what was the weather like?
