If you need to apply for leave of absence during term-time for extraordinary circumstances then there is a 

form to fill in from the office or to be downloaded from the school website.  Please do not take time off 

without letting the school know as we will spend time trying to contact you unnecessarily.  The school has 

discretion in 'exceptional circumstance' to authorise a leave of absence if we believe it is a genuine reason.   

 Parents must also note that they can be given a Penalty Notice or prosecuted for periods of unauthorised 

holidays.

With immediate effect, staff will be unable to 

administer medication to any pupil unless it has been 

prescribed by a doctor, dentist, nurse/pharmacist 

prescriber.  

Medication such as paracetomol or Piriton for 

allergies, cannot be administered by staff  

unless prescribed.   

 Parents/carers are very welcome to come into school 

to administer non-prescription medicines to their 

child if required.
